Pangbourne College offers a limited number of scholarships to pupils who
demonstrate superb potential in academic ability or in a major
co-curricular specialism. The following pages describe the entry criteria,
scholarship programme benefits, and expectations.

SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAMME

Holding a Scholarship at Pangbourne College is recognition of a pupil’s potential in their
specialism, as well as to participate actively in the life of the College. Scholars are College
leaders, and their contribution as a positive role model in their specialism allows for positive
growth to happen. As such, while the College does not provide automatic fee remission for
Scholarship holders, we do recognise award holders with a dedicated scholarship programme.

All Scholars can expect additional opportunities depending on the type and specialism of the
award they are holding. We want Scholars to dive into their area and show their passion, whilst
also upholding all of our Flag Values in all that they do. Most importantly, all Scholars work
closely together throughout the College and help to carry out positive contributions to support
their peers.

Scholars will regularly meet during ensembles and meetings. There is also an annual and
prestigious Scholars’ Dinner, which is a significant date in the College calendar.

APPLYING FOR FEE ASSISTANCE

The scholarship award does not carry automatic fee reduction. Pupils who are awarded a
scholarship or exhibition may be eligible for additional assistance with payment of school fees
in the form of means-tested financial assistance. This is traditionally known as a ‘bursary’, and
the bursary application process is run in tandem with an application to Pangbourne College.

HOW SCHOLARSHIPS WORK

Sixth Form Scholarships are awarded through various means; either through merit or through
assessment day. These vary upon the Scholarship. Pupils may apply for One Scholarship only,
however, Academic Scholarships are only awarded following excellent GCSE results.

Upon confirmation of a Scholarship, a pupil will be asked to sign our Scholarship Agreement,
which pledges to uphold the highest standards and to contribute fully to that discipline. This is
constantly reviewed throughout their time at the College.

WHAT DOES IT TAKE TO BE AN ART SCHOLAR?

Art Scholars are people with creative and technical flair, they are also intellectually inquisitive
and flexible. We look for pupils who want to investigate ideas and materials and who love
making their ideas visible through art.

Successful scholars of Art will show a combination of skill, curiosity, and enthusiasm. They can
expect to be given opportunities to develop and thrive in a creative environment and become
the artistic leaders of their year groups.

WHAT ARE THE BENEFITS OF BEING AN ART SCHOLAR?

Art Scholars have access to the full range of extra-curricular opportunities provided by the
department, from open studios and one-to-one tuition, to gallery and museum visits and
lectures from guest speakers. They are role models for those around them and are the first to

be called upon for special projects or exhibitions. They are often invited to provide the larger
works displayed around the college.



Additionally, scholars will be expected to take part in the Trinity Arts Award scheme, a
programme that results in significant additional qualifications in the arts. The gold award offers
16 additional UCAS points, a real bonus when applying for university. On top of this, Art
Scholars will also receive £50.00 each year to purchase equipment with.

Adding to this is the fact that all Sixth Form Scholars will take a leading role in Art at the
College. This leadership role also includes mentoring younger pupils in their Devitt and Moore
Award, alongside leading Academic Scholar meetings. This builds up skills in empathy, kindness
and communication, which are heavily valued in the world of work. They will regularly meet
with the Senior Scholars and the Head of Art, passing on the views of their peers to make a
positive contribution to life at Pangbourne. Above all though, each Sixth Form Scholar sets a
strong example to all other pupils at the College.

The scholarship award does not carry automatic fee reduction. Where appropriate, scholarship
award holders may benefit from fee remission in the form of a means-tested bursary.
Applications for bursaries may be submitted alongside the scholarship application.

WHAT DO WE EXPECT OF A PANGBOURNE SCHOLAR?

Art Scholars are expected to contribute fully to the creative life of the College. They are
expected to take Art at GCSE level, and holders of Sixth Form Art Scholarships are expected to
take Art at A Level. They act as role models for other art students, showing appropriate use of
opportunities and, where appropriate, independent learning.

We expect them to take part in gallery trips and attend lectures from visiting artists. Their
work is frequently used for display and they are required to undertake some special projects
for this purpose.

WHAT IS THE SELECTION PROCESS?

Candidates are expected to bring a portfolio of work completed over the previous two years
and this work will be discussed with the candidate. Any items from the following list are
welcome:

¢ 3D work: sculpture, pottery, models (photographs may be supplied).

e Design or craft work: posters, packaging, pattern illustration, calligraphy.

¢ Drawing and painting from direct observation from nature.

Those who have visited exhibitions, watched art documentaries, films or programmes, and read
books on any aspect of the arts will be at an advantage.
